
function would be to recommend to the 
Board long-range publications policy in- 
tended to insure a maximum o f  adequate 
service to the majority of the Society’s 
members. ’I’he committcc would provide a 
mrchanism for thc regular review o f  policy 
as motion pictures and television progress 
technically, and as the interests of members 
change. 

Prcsident John <;. Frayne submitted a 
detailed report on the lirst rncrting of the 
Socirty’s Education Cornmittre, which was 
held in Hollywood on April 5. ‘There were 
prcscnt 19 of the 28 committcc rncrnbrrs 
who reprcsrnt labor, education. motion- 
picture studios and labs and ’I’V stations. 
There was c:xtc*nsive discussion on training 
collcgr stirdrrrts for positions in studios and 

labs and providing on-the-,job training for 
those already employed. As a resirlt of’ tliis 
meeting thc group agreed to concentrate 
its activities on three main asignments: 
making an inventory of jobs that might be 
available for the ncxt ten years; establishing 
short courscs or institutes to meet current 
problems in the industry; and establishing 
a long-range training program. In addi- 
tion the President indicated that he had 
appointed six comrnittccs to study educa- 
tional training in such areas as lilrn labora- 
tories, studios, sound, cinematography and 
television. 

John W. IhVall ,  National Membership 
Chairman, rcported that he now had 71 
mtmhers serving actively on the Member- 
ship Cornmittre and that as a result tic. 
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exprcted an abrupt increaw in membership 
growth within the next 30 days. There was 
considerable clkcussion on thc rncmbership 
question and cautioning by the Board in 
this period of concentrated membership 
promotion to maintain a high professional 
standing among the membership. To insure 
that thc real ob,jrctivcs of the Society arc 
not lost sight of, Dr. Frayne appointed a 
six-man committee to rcvicw the Society’s 
mcrnbcrship rrquircmcnts, the practices 
followed by the membership committee, 
and the policies being observed in the matter 
of admissions. ‘The members of this corn- 
mittce are: Frank N. Gillrtte, Chairman, 
Herbert Barnctt, .John W. DuVall, Charles 
W. Seager, Gco. W. Colburn and Charlrs 
W. Handlcy. 

A suggestion was also madc by Dr. 
Gillette that it would he wisc to inquire 
of all delinquents why they had not con- 
tinued their rncmbwships.

International 
Standardization Meeting 

The second meeting of Technical C:om- 
rnittcc 36 on Cinematography of the Intcr- 
national Standardization Organization is 
being hcld in Stockholm, JUIW 11 to 16. 
To be attended by marc than 40 delegates 
from Belgium, Czechoslovakia, France, 
Germany, Italy, Mexico, the Netherlands, 
Swcdcn, thc United Kingdom and the 
United States, its purpose will be to pro- 
mote greater intcrchangeahility of film 
among the nations by the establishment of 
international agreements on standards. At 
the first of thcsc mcctings, which took place 
in New York in 1952 and was reported in 
thc October Jourrml of that year, consider- 
able progress was made in this direction. 

The LJnited States dclcgation, headed by 
Dr. I k a n r  K. White, Director of Research 
of du Pont’s Photo Products Dcpartmrnt, 
will consist of C:. Adlerstrahle, Westrcx 
Scandinavia; Axel G. Jcnscn, Bell Trle- 
phone Laboratories; W. F. Kelley, Motion 
Picture Rescarch Council; J. W. McNak, 
American Standards Association ; Marion 
E. Russell, Eastman Kodak Co.; Allen 
Stimson, Gcncral lilcctric Co. ; Malcolm 
C;. Townsley. Bell & Howell Co.; and 
Boycc Ncmcc, the Society’s Executive 
Srcretary, who will act as secretary for 
I’C36. Axel G. Jensen, the Society’s Engi- 
neering Vice-President, will bc chairman 
of the meeting. 

‘I’hc U.S. tlclcgation will oflcr eight 
American Standards and proposed stand- 
ards on cinematography as possible items 
for the meeting’s agenda. ’I’hcsc include 
dimensions for 35mm motion-picture film ; 
alternate standards for either positive or 
negative raw stock; dirncnsions for 8mm 
motion-picture film; dimensions for 35mm 
motion-picture short-pitch ncgative film; 
cutting and perforating dimensions for 
35mm motion-picture negative raw stock; 
dimensions for 200-mil magnetic sound- 
tracks on 35mm and 171,mm motion-pic- 
ture film; dimensions for 100-mil magnetic 
coating on single-perforated 1 6mm motion- 
picturc film; magnetic coating of l6mm 
magnetic-photographic sound rccord; and 
4-track magnetic sound for 35mm film.
