A clearly defined interest in any phase of motion pictures and television is the principal requirement for membership in the SMPTE. 

There are various grades of membership corresponding to the individual's age and qualifications. 
Actlva Member 

An individual is eligible for admission to this grade if at least 25 
years of age, is recommended by an Active, Fellow, or Honorary 
Member of the Society, and meets at least one of the following 
requirements: 

1. An individual engaged in the motion-picture, television, or allied 
arts and sciences, who has performed or been responsible for 
engineering or scientific work therein for a period of at least three 
years; or 

2. A teacher in a school of recognized standing who has con- 
ducted for at least three years a major course principally concerned 
with motion-picture or television engineering or a subject involving 
the related arts and sciences; or 

3. An individual who has made a distinct contribution to the 
advancement of engineering or science in motion pictures, television 
or the allied arts and sciences, or has contributed to the technical 
literature thereof, or has made significant inventions therein; or 

4. An individual who for at least three years has had, under hidher 
executive direction, important engineering work In motion plctures, 
television or the related sciences, and who is otherwise qualified for 
direct supervision of the technical and scientific features of such 
work. 

An Active Member is entitled to vote on any matter presented to the 
membership and is qualified to hold office in the Society.

Who Bolonga to tho SMPTE 
The SMPTE draws its members from professionals in two 

primary fields: motion pictures and television. The member- 
ship is made up of people who are involved in ail areas of 
these industries. For example, in motion pictures, SMPTE 
members include engineers and technicians; producers and 
directors; people In sound recording, lighting, optics and 
audiwisual; cameramen; film editors; projectionists; servlce 
engineers; sales and marketing people; teachers, instructors, 
and profesmq consultants; and executives. The companies 
they work for include manufacturers, distributors and dealers 
of motion plcture equlpment; film laboratories; film studios; 
companies using film as a tool (business and Industry); 
theaters and theater chains; and governmental and educa- 
tional institutions. 

Members in the television field are largely engineers; chief 
engineers; technicians; TV producers and directom; produc- 
tion people; and executives. Most of the TV people are 
involved with engineering, productlon, sales and manage 
ment. The TV members work for TV networks; local stations 
and group stations; manufacturers and suppliers of TV equip 
ment; companies using TV as a tool (business and industry); 
TV studios; production houses; and governmental and edu- 
catlonai Instltutions. 

Many SMPTE members work in both fields, such as audio- 
vlsuai people, and those in TV new8, equipment manufactur- 
ing, laboratories and production houses.
