2. A teecher in a school of recognized standing who has con- 
ductedforatieastthree yearsamajorcourseprlncipallyconcerned 
with motion-picture or television engineering or a subject involving 
the related arts and sciences; or 

3. An individual who has made a distinct contribution to the ad- 
vancement of engineering or saence in motion pictures, television 
or the allied arts and sciences, or has contributed to the technical 
literature thereof, or has made significant inventions therein; or 

4. An individual who for at least three years has had, under h id  
her executive direction, Important engineering work in motion 
pictures, television or the related sciences, and who is otherwise 
qualified for direct supervision of the technical and scientific fea- 
tures of such work. 

An Active Member is entitled to vote on any matter presented to 
the membership and is qualified to hdd office in the Society.
