These proposal 
documents will continue to be published in the SMPTE 
Journal for information-only purposes. This change is 
in accordance with the SMPTE Administrative 
Practices: 

“During the trial publication period of six weeks follow- 
ing the posting of thc proposed document on the Society’s 
World Wide Web site, the Society invites comment on the 
proposed document from the readership. Comments are 
submitted by the Director of Engineering to the Chair of 
the responsible Tcchnology Committee with copies to the 
Chair of the Standards Committee and the appropriate 
Engineering Director. If, in their opinion, the comments 
require any technical change, the project is returned to the 
Tcchnology Committee for further consideration. 

If the comments are considercd by the appropriate 
chairs and Engineering Director to be exclusively editori- 
al, the Director of Engineering, in consultation with the 
Technology Committee Chair, makes the necessary edi- 
torial revisions. Commenters shall be promptly notified 
of the dispostition of their comments and the justification 
for the actions by the Technology Committee Chair.”
