OBITUARIES 

Leonard Sokolow 
Leonard Sokolow, a Fellow of the 

SMPTE, died Novembcr 13, 1984, a t  his 
homc in Encino, Calif., a t  the age of 64. 

Sokolow retired in 1982 from Consoli- 
dated Film Industries. At the time of his 
retirerncnt he was supervisor of quality 
control. During his 37 years a t  CFI, he 
had been the recipient of three Academy 
Awards for Scientific and Technical 
Achievement. In  1965, he received a Class 
I I I award for the stroboscopic scene test- 
er. In  1970, he received a Class I 1  award 
for thc single-frame proof printer for ac- 
curate color timing, a machine that he had 
invented. In 1982, he received an award 
for the stroboscopic motion-picture film 
vicwcr. 

Sokolow joined the SMPTE in 1955 
and was made a Fellow in 1981. He is 
survived by his wife, Margc, and three 
children. 

T h o m a s  C. H o a d  
Thomas C. Hoad, a Life Membcr of the 

SMPTE,died April 26, 1984, at his home 
in Islington. Ont.. Canada, a t  thc agc of 
xx .  

Hoad studied at a technical school in 
Toronto, and his first job was that of tool- 
maker for Ross Rifle Co., Quebec. He 
joined General Thcatrc Supply Ltd. in 
1924 and remained with that firm until 
1900. when hc bccamc president of Mo- 
tion Picture Magnetic Devices. retiring i n  
I970. 

lload was granted a projcctionist l i -  
cense i n  1914. Hc invented the dual pro- 
jector, and in 1946 he said, “Although I 
gel vcry good rcsults from the dual projcc- 
tor i n  slow motion from standard 24 
fromcs/scc film. 1 am still experiment- 
ing.” He also designed othcr motion-pic- 
turc equipment including a lens adaptcr. 

Iioad joined the Society (thcn the 
SMPE)  in 1934.
