Scholarship winners will be recognized at the Honors and
Awards Ceremony during the Conference.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS
Applicants must submit this page, along with the following:
1. Current official transcript (grade report).

2. Personal statement of work experience and/or interests
that are relevant to the application.

3. Personal statement of goals and objectives of study.
This statement should explain the reasons why the ap-
plicant wishes to pursue studies in motion pictures and
television with an emphasis on technology, and must be
signed by the Applicant.

4. Personal statement of proposed use of funds. Funds
may be applied toward tuition, books, supplies, and/or
equipment that will further the Applicant’s studies.

5. Two (2) letters of recommendation from responsible per-
sons, citing the specific reasons why the Recommender
believes the Applicant is deserving of the Scholarship.
The letter of recommendation must be signed and dated
and must include the Recommender’s name, title, ad-
dress, telephone number, and email address. One letter
of recommendation must come from a SMPTE student
chapter advisor or a Governor of SMPTE.
